A full Board was present. Alternate No. 2 Petrarca sat on the Board due to the absence of Alternate No. 1 and two regular members.

Interpretation

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Stelmasik, MacSweeney, 30 Libby Avenue, Block 3202, Lot 9
Front Yard Setback
Both applicants, Stanislaw Stelmasik and Greg MacSweeney, 30 Libby Avenue, were sworn, and testified that they propose to add a front porch on their existing dwelling that is now under renovation.  The applicant is proposing a front yard variance of 30 feet where 36.2 feet exists and 50 feet is required.

The applicant has a patio six feet wide in the front of his dwelling and wishes to remove that patio and construct a covered porch with railings.  The porch will not be enclosed.  The porch will be constructed of masonry on the bottom about a foot and a half off the ground.  
Mr. Aikey inquired as to whether the applicant’s home is in line with the other homes on the street.  Mr. Stelmasik stated his home is slightly setback from the other homes.  Mr. Wahl inquired as to whether any homes on his side of the street had porches.  Mr. Stelmasik stated no one else has a porch.  Mr. Aikey asked Mr. Stelmasik what the purpose of the porch was.  Mr. Stelmasik stated he enjoys sitting out in the front and aesthetically it would add to the look of the house.  Mr. Wahl asked Mr. Stelmasik how close his house was to the homes on West Parkway.  Mr. Stelmasik stated his house was one hundred feet away from those houses on West Parkway.   Mr. Wahl inquired as to whether there was a buffer between his property and West Parkway.  Mr. Stelmasik stated there were shrubs and trees along his property.  
Mr. Wahl  noted that the survey submitted says addition under construction.  Mr. Wahl wanted to know whether the porch was going to stick out farther than the new construction or would it be in line with the new construction.  Mr. Stelmasik stated the new construction starts from where the existing house is and goes up and back. The porch will be four and-a-half feet further out than the existing dwelling.  Mr. Stelmasik stated the septic system will be upgraded when the contractors complete the addition.  Mr. Herforth inquired as to whether the shed will be removed.  Mr. Stelmasik stated as soon as the garage floor is poured he will remove the shed.  Mr. Hebert wanted to know how far back the driveway will be.  Mr. Stelmasik stated it will only go to the edge of the garage.  

Mr. Way wanted clarification as to the easement and the driveway that was paved over the easement.   Mr. Stelmasik stated since the house was built the driveway was always on the easement and if the town needed to use the easement he would be willing to remove that part of the driveway.  Mr. Petrarca wanted to know how wide the driveway is and was told by Mr. MacSweeney the driveway is seventeen feet wide.
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Meeting was opened to the public. No one came forward. Meeting was closed to the public.

Motion by Dolengo second by Hebert to grant this application for a front porch which extends 4.5 feet further into the front yard reducing the setback to 30 feet.  In Favor: Aikey, Dolengo, Hebert, Herforth, Way and Petrarca. Motion Carried.  This resolution will be memorialized at the next meeting.  
There being no further business, motion by Petrarca, second by Hebert, to adjourn the meeting at 8:20 PM.
