UPDATES
JOE  GOLDEN  HAS  CHOSEN  THE  VILLAGE  AREA  TO  BE  THE  SECOND  ELEVATION  GRANT.  DARA  IS  CONCERNED  ABOUT  THIS  SCHEDULING  BECAUSE  THE  VLLAGE  AREA  STILL  hasn’t  COMPLETED  THE  SEWER  PROJECT.  THE  22  RESIDENCES  WHO  QUALIFY  FOR  THIS  2ND  GRANT  HAVE  BEEN  VISITED.  ALL  ARE  IN  FAVOR  OF  THE  PROJECT.

JOE  GOLDEN  IS  CONCERNED  ABOUT  HAVING  OUR  EVENT  IN  OCTOBEDR  AS  PLANNED  BECAUSE  THERE  IS  A  VENDORS  CONVENTION  GOING  ON  AT  THAT  TIME.   LOUISE  IS  NOT  THAT  CONCERNED  BECAUSE  THE  ONLY  VENDOR  THT WE  WILL  BE  INVITING  IS  “SMART  VENTS”.   DON  SUGGESTED  INVITING  “ALL  COUNTY  SURVEYERS”   TO  SPEAK  ABOUT  ACQUIRING  ELEVATION  CERTIFICATES.  THESE  CERTIFICATES  ONLY  NEED  TO  BE  DONE  ONCE  TO  ESTABLISH  THE  exact  hydrologic  analysis  necessary  in  establishing  their  flood  insurance  rates.  in  addition  ken  suggested  inviting  elevation  construction  company  to  speak  to  the  flood  residents.

ken  asked  the  committee  what  we  think  should  be  included  in  the  “flood  app”.  we  feel  the  need  for  information  regarding  hydologic  levels,  homeland  security,  hotels,  charging  stations  &  much  more.  basically  anything  &  everything  that  has  to  do  with  flooding.

dara  passed  around  the  plan  for  the  flood  video  which  was  put  together  by  jianna  hall-  who   works  in  broadcasting.  we  plan  on  having  it  filmed  in  the  court  room.  jianna  will  coordinate  everyone’s  schedule  &  we  hope  to  have  it  completed  by  late  next  month.  we  plan  on  showing  this  video  on  channel  77-  on  the  app  &  at  the  hoe  down.

ken  spoke  about  the  poor  condition  of  the  brook  in  the  village  area.  possibly  a  project  could  be  coordinated  with  the  environmental  committee  for  them  to  include  this  in  their  next  cleanup  or  possibly  sooner.  it  is  this  type  of  debris  that  causes  flooding.

ken  made  a  suggestion  about  what  can  be  done  with  the  empty  areas  of  the  buyouts.  greenery  could  planted  even  forest-  which  would  act  as  a  deterrent  against  flooding.   this  is  possible  under  the  open  space  agreement.
