April 1, 2010

Motion by Finley, second by Dolengo to approve the minutes as amended.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

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PUBLIC HEARING:
Pieklo, 17 Ackerson Avenue, Block 3903, Lot 14

Front Yard, Building Coverage

This is the continuation of the May 1st hearing.

Mr. Pieklo stated they followed the Board’s recommendation and squared off the front of the house and reduced the size of the fireplace to an eighteen inch side yard projection.  

Mr. Imfeld asked the applicant if they moved the steps to a different location.  Mr. Pieklo stated the steps are still perpendicular with the dwelling.  Mr. Imfeld noted that the front yard setback along Ackerson Avenue is forty-six and-a-half feet and twenty-nine and-a-half feet from Daria Drive.

Ms. Banyra stated that the applicant is not required to get a variance for squaring off the house because the township ordinance states that as long as you maintain the existing front yard setback a variance is not necessary.  

Mr. Way inquired as to how far the roof will stick out over the new front landing.  Mrs. Pieklo stated the proposed roof will cover the main landing.  Ms. Banyra indicated in her report that a secondary front yard variance is not required.
Mr. Way noted that he originally had issue with building coverage and now that is has been reduced considerably he has no further issue.

Motion to open the meeting to the public.  No one came forward from the public.  The meeting was closed to the public.

The Board deliberated.

MOTION by Dolengo, second by Herforth to grant the variance based on the plans dated April 12, 2010 showing the revised front yard setback and building coverage.  Yes votes from Aikey, Dolengo, Hebert, Way, Finley, Herforth, Cielusniak and Imfeld.  Motion Carried.

There was discussion regarding some open construction permits on the Pieklo property.  Mr. and Mrs. Pieklo agreed to close out those permits through final inspections for an electrical permit and construction of a deck with the Building Department.  
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May 6, 2010

There was discussion with Ms. Banyra and the Board as to why there was 18 percent building coverage on the Pieklo property when 15 percent is the permitted percentage for that zone.  Ms. Banyra explained that there was a previous application in 1999 on the site and at that time 18 percent building coverage must have been permitted because neither the Township Planner nor the Board challenged the 18 percent building coverage.
Ms. Banyra also explained that in 2008 the Construction Official instituted a Certificate of Records Clearance such permit is required to be sure all permits are closed on a property at the time of home sale. The Pieklos’ purchased their property before that time and did not know there were open permits on that property until they applied for their variance.  
There being no further business motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:38 PM.  All in favor.
