PUBLIC HEARING:
Sharpe, 45 Brookside Avenue, Block 2302, Lot 6
Front Yard Setback, Building Coverage
George Sharpe, applicant, sworn.
Mr. Sharpe informed the Board that after the flooding in March he needed to do some repairs on his home and decided to add a porch to the front of the house to get out of the rain and also to enhance the appearance of the house.  Mr. Sharpe said the addition of the porch is part of a more extensive renovation he is doing to the home. 

Mr. Wahl noted that there is a slight increase in the coverage on the property.  Mr. Sharpe stated the coverage was due to the roof on the porch.  Mr. Wahl asked if there was any increase to the footprint of the house.  Mr. Sharpe stated there would be no increase to the footprint of the existing home.  Mr. Wahl noted that the applicant currently has a front yard setback of 35 feet and would be decreasing that by five feet because of the porch.  Mr. Wahl asked if there were any other porches on the street that extend into the front yard setback.  Mr. Sharpe stated there is a home with a porch on it two doors down from him and one across the street from him.  
Mr. Sharpe stated that because of the flood in March he decided to lift a portion of his home that got water in it and because he needed to do that renovation he decided to apply for a variance to add the front porch for aesthetic reasons.  Mr. Cielusniak asked the applicant if the addition of the porch would prevent any water damage to the house. Mr. Sharpe said the addition of the porch would not help with prevention of water damage but the renovation lifting a section of his home would prevent water from seeping into his living quarters.  Mr. Sharpe said the addition of the porch was for aesthetic reasons, comfort and for additional energy saving because of the addition of shade to the front of  the house.  Mr. Cielusniak asked if the applicant thought about making the porch shorter.  Mr. Sharpe said he did think of that but his house looked odd when the architect showed him the plan.  7:52
