NOTICE:
Chairman Altis stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Suburban Trends and Daily Record on November 12, 2010.  

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Chairman Altis asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

Mr. Krause stood in as a voting member.

SIGN:

Cedar Crest Village, 1 Cedar Crest Village Drive, Block 101, Lot 1
Mr. Krause recused himself from this application.

John Janis, of Butler Sign Company, represented the applicant, sworn.

Mr. Janis stated the sign will be located in the same place, same footprint and externally illuminated as the existing sign.  The sign is 54 square feet.
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Mr. Imfeld asked if the sign will be attached to the fence as the old sign was.  Mr. Janis stated the sign will be set in front of the fence and will check on whether the area will be secured with more fencing after the sign is in place.  Ms. Hartmann asked what the hours of operation for lighting will be.  Mr. Janis stated the sign will be illuminated dusk to dawn.   Mr. Fitamant asked if the lighting will only illuminate the sign and not the area surrounding it.  Mr. Janis stated he would make sure the lighting only illuminates the sign.  
MOTION by Fitamant, second by Dickinson to approve the application as submitted.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Fitamant, Imfeld, Skvarca, Tritschler, Vanderhoff and Altis.  Motion Carried.
Mr. Krause rejoined the Board.
Chilton Hospital, 242 West Parkway, Block 302, Lot 2

John Janis, of Butler Sign Company, represented the applicant, sworn.

Mr. Janis stated the sign in question is on the Health Network Building it has two existing signs which will be changed because the hospital is changing their name to say “Chilton Hospital” and they are also changing the color of the signage.  Mr. Janis stated they are proposing two address signs to be placed on the building one on West Parkway and one to be seen from the jug handle off Route 23. The address signs will be 2 feet high and 5 feet 6 inches wide and will be internally illuminated.  
Ms. Hartmann stated the waiver the applicant is asking for is for two attached signs when one is permitted.
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Dickinson to approve the application as submitted.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Fitamant, Imfeld, Skvarca, Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.

Chilton Hospital, 97 West Parkway, Block 2401, Lot 1

John Janis, Butler Sign Company, represented the applicant, sworn.
Mr. Janis stated that all the signs on the campus of Chilton Memorial Hospital will change to reflect their new name and color.  Mr. Janis stated that all the signs will now be the same color throughout the campus.
Ms. Hartmann stated she went over all the signs proposed and the only sign in need of a waiver is the Logo sign at the entrance all the others are like to like and will not need any waivers.  The logo sign will change from Chilton Memorial Hospital to Chilton Hospital.  
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Mr. Janis stated that the hospital will now have extended hours and they wanted to have all visitors go in and out of the main entrance and needed to make sure the sign was more visible.  Ms. Hartmann stated they need a waiver from the number of signs because of the existing amount of signs on the campus. 
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Krause to approve the application as submitted.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Fitamant, Imfeld, Skvarca, Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.
Mr. Janis asked for permission to submit his permit to the Construction Department.  The Board agreed to allow them to go forward at their own risk.
