NOTICE:
Chairman Altis stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Suburban Trends and Daily Record on April 17, 2009.  

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Chairman Altis asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

Mr. Krause sat in as a voting member.

SIGN:

Clocktower Shopping Center, 574 Newark Pompton Turnpike, Block 1909, Lot 5
John Janis of Butler Sign Company, Wayne, New Jersey represented the applicant.
Mr. Janis explained to the Board that the applicant recently remodeled the Clocktower Shopping Center.  At the time of the remodel the applicant removed all the signage and is now requesting new uniform signage identifying each tenant in the shopping center.  
Mr. Janis stated that the new signs will be 24” in height, have a white background,  internally illuminated and will turn off at 11 PM.  The applicant is asking for a total of 16 signs consisting of:  two 2’ by 10’ signs; two 2’ by 12’ signs; and twelve 2’ by 8’ signs.  Mr. Janis stated that every sign meets the ordinance regulations.
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Mr. Janis stated that a waiver is requested for a total of two signs for the Hometown Market tenant both 2’ by 12’.  Mr. Janis stated the applicant is also requesting a waiver for the Clocktower mall identification sign.  

Mr. Vanderhoff stated he felt the secondary attached sign for Hometown Market should be reduced to a 2’ by 8’ sign. Mr. Krause agreed with Mr. Vanderhoff.  Mr. Altis stated that the signs are not visible from the street.  
MOTION by Tritschler, second by Krause to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward.

MOTION by Tritschler, second by Vanderhoff to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Tritschler to approve the application with the following conditions:  the second Hometown Market attached sign to be 12’ by 8’; two attached signs for the Hometown Market; square footage of Hometown Market attached signs to total 40 square feet; an additional attached sign to identify the shopping center.  Yes votes:  Imfeld, Fitamant, Tritschler, Troast, Skvarca; Vanderhoff, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.

Aiello/Lightning Plaza, 615 Route 23, Block 1404, Lot 10
Minor Site Plan and Sign Application

John Aiello, applicant, sworn.

Lou Salamone, 601 Hamburg Turnpike, Wayne, architect for the applicant, sworn.

Mr. Salamone stated that the applicant is proposing to redesign the shopping center to make the center more visible to the public by raising the building height to 29 feet; adding decorative lighting, having uniformly attached signs and painting the facade.  
Mr. Salamone stated the applicant is proposing five attached 2’ by 12’ signs for a total of 120 square feet.  Ms. Hartmann stated 100 square feet is permitted.  Ms. Hartmann stated the Lightning Plaza identification sign is 12’ by 5.5’ for a total of 186 square feet.  Ms. Hartmann stated that the five signs are permitted, the Lighting Plaza identification sign is a waiver and the total square footage is a waiver, everything else meets the ordinance requirement.  
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Mr. Altis asked if the signs were illuminated.  Mr. Fitamant inquired if the lighting added on the façade would add light to the site.  Mr. Fitamant asked about the wattage of the proposed lighting.  Mr. Salamone stated the lighting would be 60 watts.  Mr. Vanderhoff asked if the individual identification signs would be lettered or boxed.  Mr. Salamone stated the signs will be made of individual letters that will be internally illuminated.  

There was discussion regarding the size of the signs and the amount of letters for each sign.  Ms. Hartmann stated the lettering would have to be adjusted individually to fit in the 2’ by 12’ maximum area.  Mr. Vanderhoff felt proportionately the size of the letters would appear very large on the building.  Mr. Fitamant felt there is no need for the building to be identified by a sign because the existing pylon sign already identifies the name of the plaza.  Mr. Vanderhoff asked if the letters would be internally illuminated.  Mr. Salamone stated the letters would be individually placed on the building and internally illuminated.  Mr. Fitamant asked if the building would remain a single story.  Ms. Hartmann stated the applicant is proposing to add to the façade of the building only.  

There was discussion regarding the size of the mall identification sign.  Ms. Hartmann suggested the sign be reduced to 10’ by 4’.  The Board agreed with her.  
There was discussion regarding lighting on the building.  Mr. Fitamant wanted to know if there were high hats proposed in the overhang.  Mr. Salamone stated the lighting will only be decorative and not cause glare on to Route 23.

MOTION by Krause, second by Tritschler to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

No one came forward.

MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Tritschler to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

The Board deliberated.

MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Tritschler to approve the application for five individual tenant signs measuring 2’ by 12’ with individual internally illuminated letters; mall identification sign 10’ by 4’ internally lit; maximum of 2 by 12 feet on the signs; limit lighting not to exceed 100 watts; approving the façade layout.  Yes votes from Imfeld, Fitamant, Tritschler, Troast, Skvarca, Vanderhoff, Krause, Altis.  Motion Carried.

MOTION by Imfeld, second by Fitamant to approve the resolution as amended.  Yes votes from: Imfeld, Fitamant, Skvarca, Vanderhoff, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.
