NOTICE:
Chairman Altis stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Suburban Trends and Daily Record on May 13, 2010.  

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Chairman Altis asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

Mr. Krause stood in as a voting member.

ADMINISTRATIVE:
Platt, 101 Mountain Avenue, Block 604, Lot 5

Extension of Subdivision Approval

Peter McArthur, Esquire, Azrak Associates, appeared on behalf of the Platts.  Mr. McArthur stated the Platts resolution pertaining to their subdivision occurred on December 21, 2009 and they are now seeking an extension of the 190 day time frame provision pursuant to NJSA 40:55d-47 for recording of their subdivision deed.  
Mr. McArthur stated there is a condition of the subdivision approval in which the Platt’s neighbor, Mr. Henry, consented to a landscaping easement on his property.  Since that time Mr. Henry has put his property up for sale and has now reneged on his agreement with the Platts telling them to negotiate with whoever purchases the property.  
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Mr. McArthur stated that unless an easement is given on the Henry property the Platts will not be able to perfect their deed and therefore they are requesting an extension of their subdivision approval.  

Mr. Brigliadoro stated that the resolution was adopted by the Board on December 21, 2009 and pursuant to the statute the applicant has 190 days to perfect the subdivision deed, which is June 30, 2010.  If an extension is granted for the subdivision by the Board the extension is good for one year, which would run until June 30, 2011.  
Mr. Brigliadoro explained to the Board that the applicant is before the Board for the subdivision extension because their time to perfect the deed expires after 190 days of the resolution.  The variance approval runs one year after the memorialization of the resolution, which will run out on December 21, 2010.  Mr. Brigliadoro stated the Board could not extend the variance approval at the meeting because that extension has to be noticed to the public, which was not done.  

Mr. McArthur stated that he conferred with the Platts and they decided to request the Board to grant the subdivision extension until June of 2011 and if he has to come back to the Board for an extension of the variance then he will do that in December of 2010.

Motion by Tritschler, second by Imfeld to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

No one came forward.

Motion by Krause, second by Tritschler to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
MOTION by Krause second by Imfeld to grant a one year extension of the minor subdivision to extend to June 30, 2011.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Imfeld, Skvarca, Tritschler, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.
SIGN:
Game Point, 583 Newark Pompton Turnpike, Block 1904, Lot 5
Elizabeth Wazilewski, applicant, sworn.

Ms. Hartmann explained to the Board that the applicant is proposing to construct a two and-a-half by eight foot sign or 20 square feet.  The Township Ordinance allows a 24 square foot sign.  Ms. Hartmann stated that the sign meets all the ordinance requirements.  Ms. Hartmann asked if the sign is going to be lit.  The applicant stated that the sign will 
be lit.  Ms. Hartmann stated that the sign cannot be illuminated between 11 PM and 6 AM.  
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Mr. Imfeld commented that the applicant is also requesting a free standing sign. The applicant stated they are requesting a sandwich sign.  Ms. Hartmann stated the Township does not allow any sandwich signs.  The applicant withdrew their request for a sandwich sign.  

Motion by Krause, second by Dickinson to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

No one came forward.

Motion by Dickinson, second by Vanderhoff to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried. 

MOTION by Dickinson, second by Vanderhoff to grant the request for a single sign two and-a-half by eight feet or twenty square feet.  Yes votes Dickinson, Imfeld, Skvarca, Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.

ADMINISTRATIVE:
There was discussion regarding neon signs bordering windows along the Commercial 1 Zone.  Ms. Hartmann stated she informs businesses that they must turn off their neon and wanted to know the Planning Board’s feeling on whether to allow or deny that type of lighting.  Mr. Vanderhoff stated that once the Council passes the budget they will be hiring a professional to review the sign ordinance.  

The Board decided to table that discussion until the professional’s report is available.
