Chairman Farrelly asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

DISCUSSION:
Bryce Builders, 14 Lincoln Park Road, Block 4401, Lots 4.01 and 4.02
Extension of Statutory Time Limit for Deed Signing

Mr. Brigliadoro explained to the Board that Bryce Builders needed additional time to perfect their minor subdivision because they were waiting for their Stream Encroachment permit to be issued by the DEP and Morris County Planning Board approval. Mr. Brigliadoro stated that in late September the applicant finally received both of those approvals.  Mr. Brigliadoro informed the Board that he received the applicant’s subdivision deeds, which he reviewed for form and content. At this time the applicant is 
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awaiting an answer from Mr. Richard Smith the Township Surveyor for his review of the deed descriptions.  
Motion by Tritschler, second by Dickinson to approve a second extension of time for 90 days to perfect the deeds.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

Mazzanna, 68 West End Avenue, Block 1802, Lots 30, 37 and 1.01

Extension of Statutory Time Limit for Deed Signing
Mr. Brigliadoro stated he has received the Mazzanna deeds and stated he is satisfied with the form and content.  Mr. Brigliadoro stated the legal descriptions have been sent to the Township Surveyor.  Mr. Brigliadoro suggested the extension be carried for six months to allow the surveyor time to finalize the legal descriptions.
Motion by Vanderhoff, second by Skvarca to approve an extension of time for 180 days to perfect the deeds.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

Parks and Recreation Master Plan
Mr. Vanderhoff gave the board background information on the master plan.  Mr. Vanderhoff explained that in the future there will be a redevelopment of Greenview Park. The Council contracted a professional to help redesign the parking areas of Greenview Park.  That professional was then contracted to do an overview of all the parks.  Mr. Vanderhoff stated the plan is very ambitious and looks 20 to 30 years into the future.   Mr. Vanderhoff stated the master plan will give Parks and Recreation a long time documented planning guide.  
Mr. Farrelly asked if the Parks and Recreation Plan was part of the Township Master Plan.  Mr. Brigliadoro stated that the recreation plan is an optional element of the Master Plan.  Ms. Hartmann confirmed that it is an element of the Township Master Plan and needs to be incorporated into the Master Plan.  

Mr. Altis asked why the proposed Community Center is at the north end of town and not centralized between Pequannock and Pompton Plains.  Mr. Vanderhoff stated the property that houses the proposed Community Center is property owned by the Township but he stated the preferred location for the Community Center is on Hillview School property, which is Board of Education property.  
Mr. Vanderhoff stated that once the Master Plan is approved by all the Township Boards a final draft will be made available to various organizations throughout the Town.
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Mr. Farrelly asked about Copley Park and was told by Mr. Vanderhoff that there was a DEP issue connected to that property and if that issue was ever resolved then the property would most likely be developed as a practice field with off street parking.  
Motion by Fitamant second by Dickinson recommendind to forward the recreation master plan on to the Council with a contingency on seeing the final master plan version.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

Cell Tower Ordinance
Ms. Hartmann explained to the Board that there is an ordinance on our books that permits telephone exchanges and utility buildings in the Commercial 3 and Commercial 4 zones.  Ms. Hartmann stated that Judge Stanton determined that utility buildings meant cell towers as well so in essence the township does have a cell tower ordinance and that the new ordinance will create a wireless communication tower and antenna ordinance.
The Board discussed in length the wording of the new ordinance and made the following suggestions; removal of the C-2 zone as a permitted area; inclusion of specific blocks and lots on Industrial Road.  Ms. Hartmann stated that the ordinance should determine the locations of wireless towers and antenna on the highway or in industrial areas of town and keep them away from the residential areas.  
Motion by Imfeld, second by Tritschler to recommend the draft wireless communication tower/antenna ordinance to the Council with the following revisions:  removal of last sentence in the “Antenna” definition; removal of the last sentence in the “Wireless Telecommunications Tower” definition; removal of the C-2 zone as a permitted area; Industrial 1 district should include Block 4402, Lots 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 as permitted area; landscaping requirement; add wording in Section C (4) (h) Abandonment.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
