Chairman Farrelly asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

The application was carried to December 17th, 2007 due to the fact plans were not submitted to the Planning Department ten days prior to the hearing date.

Dr. Scott Erichsen, 42 Jackson Avenue, Block 1910, Lot 1
Mr. John Janis of Butler Sign Company represented the applicant.  The application is a continuation from the October 15th hearing. 
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Mr. John Janis, previously sworn.

Dr. Scott Erichsen, previously sworn.

Mr. Janis stated he prepared a booklet showing 8 proposed locations for the one foot by two foot sign.  The sign will sit on a post, have external lighting, blue in color with gold leaf lettering.  Mr. Janis stated that due to the topography of the property the sign will increase in height.  Mr. Janis proposes to place two external light fixtures on the ground illuminating the sign with no shrubbery.  Mr. Janis also stated that lighting intensity would be diffused not glaring.  
The following are the eight proposed locations and heights of the sign:

A - Setback 2 feet, Height 4 feet, 4 and-a-half inches (close to retaining wall, eastern side of property)
B – Setback 4 feet, Height 4 feet, 4 and-a-half inches (two feet behind A)

C – Setback 4 feet, Height 4 feet, 4 and-a-half inches (center of property)

D – Setback 10 feet, 6 inches, Height 4 feet, 4 and-a-half inches (six feet behind C)

E – Setback 14 feet, Height 4 feet, 4 and-a-half inches (near entrance to house)
F – Setback 22 feet, Height 4 feet, 4 and-a-half inches (near entrance to house)
G – Setback 4 feet, Height 6 feet, 6 inches (western boundary of house)
H – Setback 6 feet, Height 6 feet, 6 inches (entrance of second driveway)
Mr. Janis stated the sign would not be lit past 9 PM at night. Mr. Janis stated that signs in the interior of a lot offer no identification for the property.  Mr. Janis stated the applicant is requesting relief due to the tree line, setback of the home and the topography of the land.  

Mr. Imfeld asked the applicant if the sign was going to be parallel or perpendicular.  Mr. Janis stated all the proposed signs were shown as perpendicular except for Sign F, which is parallel and closest to the house.  Mr. Janis stated the sign would be two sided with a light on either side.  Mr. Jorgensen stated that home use signs are strictly for identification and should not be used for advertisement.  Mr. Jorgensen was concerned about the front yard trees and whether they would be removed.  Dr. Erickson stated the trees help to shield their home from cars exiting Quick Check and he would not remove them.  Ms. Hartmann inquired of the applicant if they considered putting a sign on a mailbox.  Mr. Janis stated that the applicant wanted a freestanding sign.  Ms. Hartmann asked Mr. Janis why “H” was setback at only 6 feet.  Mr. Janis stated that was because of visibility past the large tree on the front yard.  Mr. Farrelly stated the sign should be a location sign.  Mr. Brigliadoro asked Mr. Janis if the sign designated “H” could be moved 
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back more than the 6 feet proposed.  Mr. Janis stated they could possibly place the sign another two or three feet back but the sign would have to be raised.  Mr. Brigliadoro asked Mr. Janis how high the sign would have to be raised.  Mr. Janis stated the sign would have to be raised to 6 feet, 6 inches high to the top of the embellishment.  Mr. Janis stated the sign would be about 5 feet 2 inches to the top of the sign not including the embellishment.  Mr. Troast asked if the applicant parked two cars in the driveway would that block visibility to the sign.  Dr. Erichsen stated he intends to park one car in the garage and one on the driveway.  Mr. Imfeld asked how the applicant would direct clients to the office in the rear of the house.  Dr. Erichsen stated he would inform his clients when they make an appointment for a visit.  Dr. Erichsen stated his home office was only to be used occasionally.  Mr. Vanderhoff stressed the point that the sign is only to be used as a destination sign not an advertisement sign.  
There was Board discussion.

Motion by Jorgensen, second by Vanderhoff to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward.

Motion by Troast, second by Krause to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
MOTION by Imfeld, second by Dickinson to grant the application with the following conditions: Position H,  9’6” setback, top of sign to be 5’2” an overall sign size of 6’6”.  In favor, Dickinson, Imfeld, Krause, Troast, Farrelly.  No votes, Vanderhoff, Jorgensen.  Motion Carried.
