Chairman Farrelly stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Star Ledger and Daily Record on September 28, 2007.

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Chairman Farrelly asked if there was anyone present not listed on the Agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.
Mr. Krause and Mr. Fitamant represented the Board as regular members.

DISCUSSION:
Reeves International, Inc. – 14 Industrial Road, Block 4402, Lot 10

John Feeney of Feeney & Dixon, 512 Newark Pompton Turnpike represented the

Applicant.  Also present was Thomas Boorady of Darmofalski Engineering, 86 Newark Pompton Turnpike, Riverdale.

The applicant requested waiver from the following site plan checklist:

Surface Water Management Plan
Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Plan

Morris County Soil Conservation District Application 

Landscape Plan

Spot Elevations at all Building Corners

Contours of the site

Location of all Utilities

Mr. Feeney represented that the application was previously approved in March of 2006 and received an extension of approval in March of 2007.  Mr. Feeney stated the applicant proposes to change the public entrance to the building.  
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Mr. Boorady addressed the waivers for the Board.  Mr. Boorady stated that the applicant is not proposing any improvements to the building or to the parking lot.  Mr. Boorady stated the existing parking lot has 75 parking spaces and through restriping will have 95 parking spaces.  Mr. Boorady stated in his opinion an application to the Morris County Planning board was not necessary due to the fact that the traffic pattern will not be changed.  Mr. Boorady also stated that building spot elevations and proposed contours would not be necessary because no site work is being done.  
Mr. Boorady agreed to add the location of all utilities on the plan and to submit a landscape plan.

Mr. Feeney stated that waivers from the Surface Water Management, Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Plan, Morris County Soil Conservation District and Morris County Planning Board were given to the applicant at the last meeting and asked for those waivers again.  

The Board decided that they wanted an update to the Surface Water Management Plan. The Board agreed that they would give the applicant waivers from the other County agencies, if the applicant can prove that they received them previously, if not, the applicant must submit applications to those agencies.  
The Board waived the requirements of; the existing spot elevations at all building corners, existing and proposed contours of the site and location of all utilities.  

The applicant must submit a formal landscape plan.

MOTION by Vanderhoff second by Dickinson to adjourn the meeting.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
