Altis, Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause.  Also present Richard Brigliadoro, Board Attorney  and Jill Hartmann, Board Planner.

NOTICE:
Acting Chairman Altis stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Suburban Trends and Daily Record on September 10, 2008.  

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Acting Chairman Altis asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

The meeting began with a tribute delivered by Martin Altis and a moment of silence for Tom Farrelly.

Platt Subdivision and Tiff’s Restaurant application were carried to the October 20th meeting.  No further notice is required.
ADMINISTRATIVE:

The Board discussed the following subsections of the Municipal Code and made the following revisions:
Subsection 16.05.020 –Expiration of Variances

Ms. Hartmann explained to the Board that the revision to this subsection would make the  language clearer in the ordinance as to how long a variance is permitted.  Mr. Brigliadoro explained that under our current ordinance a variance expires after one year unless a construction permit is obtained.  Mr. Brigliadoro stated that expiration for preliminary site plan and subdivision is three years therefore the revision would make the length of 
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time that the variance would remain in effect the same as the length of time that a site plan and/or subdivision approval would remain in effect.  
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Krause to recommend the ordinance revision to the Council.  All in favor.  Yes votes from: Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.
Subsection 79.03.020 Development Fee Schedule – Subdivisions and Site Plans

Ms. Hartmann stated that the revisions are for additional escrow deposits because of higher engineering, planning and attorney fees associated with all applications.  Mr. Brigliadoro suggested that the lot line adjustment escrow fee should also be raised due to the fact that the township Surveyor reviews applications and he would have to review deeds and produce a resolution.    
MOTION by Krause, second by Fitamant to recommend the ordinance revision to the Council and include the lot line adjustment fee to be raised to $1,000.  All in favor.  Yes votes from: Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.
Subsection 147.04 License Fee 
Ms. Hartmann explained the fee is for Christmas tree sales.  Mr. Vanderhoff stated the issue has been brought up because of temporary applicants who abuse the system.  The fee will be raised to $1,000.  Mr. Tritschler asked what would happen if a local garden center wanted to sell Christmas trees.  Ms. Hartmann stated that Christmas trees sales would be considered part of their business so they would not be required to obtain a permit.
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Fitamant to recommend the ordinance revision to the Council with a fee change of $1,000.   All in favor.  Yes votes from: Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried. 

Subsection 153.04 B (L) Procedure for Permanent Sign  - Fees
Ms. Hartmann explained that this is an increase in the fee for permanent sign due to  additional charges for resolutions by the Board Attorney and review by the Township Planner.  
MOTION by Krause, second by Fitamant to recommend the ordinance revision to the Council.  All in favor.  Yes votes from:  Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.
Subsection 189.07.020 V Temporary Storage Units

Ms. Hartmann explained to the Board that this addition to the Ordinance would deal with Pods. Ms. Hartmann stated this ordinance provides maximum size, location of unit, and amounts of units permitted on site.  Ms. Hartmann stated the applicant would have 30
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days to load their Pod for removal to the company’s remote location and 30 days to unload their Pod when they are no longer needed.  Ms. Hartmann stated this is not a dumpster ordinance but deals specifically with storage units. Mr. Vanderhoff asked if the Pod exists now whether it was grandfathered.  Mr. Brigliadoro said in his opinion it was different than a land use ordinance, like a preexisting non conforming use, that’s grandfathered so his opinion is that all existing Pods would be subject to the new ordinance.  
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Tritschler to recommend the ordinance to the Council.  All in favor.  Yes votes from: Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.
Ms. Hartmann explained that the next series of Ordinances were specifically administrative corrections and/or typos:
Subsection 189.07.030 L Gasoline Service Station – C3 was changed to C2 and C4 was changed to C3.  
Subsection 189.07.030 N Motor Vehicle Sales – 50,000 was changed to 5,000

Subsection 189.07.040 C Flood Regulations – Number 2 was removed

Subsection 189.07.040 E Front Yard – Number 2 was added from 189.07.040 C and Number 3 was eliminated.
MOTION by Tritschler, second by Vanderhoff to recommend administrative corrections be made to the ordinance and passed on to the Council.  All in favor.  Yes votes from: Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause and Altis.  Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION:

MOTION by Tritschler to approve the resolution as submitted.  In favor:  Tritschler.   Motion Carried.
Recycling Element of the Master Plan

MOTION by Tritschler, second by Altis to approve the resolution as submitted.  In favor:  Tritschler and Altis.  Motion Carried.
MINUTES:
August 18, 2008 – Regular

Motion by Tritschler, second by Altis to approve the minutes as submitted.  In favor:  Tritschler and Altis.  Motion Carried.
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Mr. Brigliadoro provided the Board with a memo regarding what was required and not required when giving public notice.
 Subsection 16.04.050 H (3) Mailing and/or Posting of Notice

Mr. Brigliadoro informed the Board that because of a law case in 2007 we can no longer require applicants to post a sign on their property informing the public of a hearing.  
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Tritschler to strike out Subsection 16.04.050 H part (3) that requires posting of a sign and recommend that correction to the Council.  Yes votes from Tritschler, Vanderhoff, Fitamant, Krause and Altis.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Fitamant to adjourn the meeting.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

There being no further business the meeting is adjourned at 8:32 PM.
