Ms. DeSantis was curious about the FEMA Grant and the homes that requested acquisition or were interested in being raised.  Mr. Battaglia stated he keeps track of those people who are interested in raising their homes or interested in the buyout and then goes through the list to see who is eligible.  Mr. Battaglia said that FEMA gives the Town a number to work off of and that number allowed the town to offer 17 homes money for elevation.  
Ms. DeSantis was curious as to whether non-habitable space, such as a sunroom, was included in building coverage.  Ms. Hartmann explained that building coverage was calculated by building footprint and that as Planners they were discussing whether decks should be included in the building coverage calculation.

There was a motion by both boards to close the public session of the meeting.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
