Public Hearing:
Klaassens, 9 Cedar Road, Block 1407, Lot 13

Pool in a  Secondary Front Yard
Helene and Brian Klaassens, applicants, sworn.

Mrs. Klaassens explained to the Board that their septic system encompasses the complete rear yard and because of that the only available location for the pool would be in the secondary front yard.  

Mr. Wahl asked the applicant to describe their neighbor’s front yard setback location in respect to their rear yard.  Mrs. Klaassens stated that the side of their neighbor’s home lines up with the back of their home.  
Mr. Imfeld asked the applicant if all of their dimensions were in conformance as far as setbacks from the pool.  Mrs. Klaassens stated that all the pool setback requirements  were in conformance along with the fence. Mrs. Klaassens explained to the Board that because of the septic location the shallow end of the pool will be at the north end of the pool.  The pool will be 16 by 30 feet.  Mr. Finley asked the applicant if they ever considered moving the septic system.  Mrs. Klaassens stated that would cost as much as the pool.  Mr. Imfeld asked if the septic system consisted of tanks.  Mr. Klaassens explained where the tanks were on the site plan.  The applicant stated they are proposing to install a fence four foot high of solid construction.  
Mr. Way asked the applicants where the shed sat on the property.  Mrs. Klaassens thought the shed was from 5 to 10 feet off the property line.  Mrs. Klaassens stated they are going to extend their 6 foot fence along the back yard and then at the 50 foot secondary side setback the fence will be lowered to 4 feet.  Mr. Way suggested that if the shed is not five feet off the property line it should be moved to conform to the zoning code.  Mr. Bruno noted that the zoning table needs to be revised to show both the established front yard setback and secondary front yard setback.   

Motion to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward from the public.
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Motion to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
The Board deliberated.
MOTION by Dolengo, second by Hebert to approve the application with the following conditions:  the shed is to be moved five feet off the property line; bulk table to be amended.  Yes votes from Bruno, Dolengo, Hebert, Imfeld, Way, Finley, Cielusniak and Herforth.  Motion Carried.
There being no further business, motion by Dolengo,  second by  t to adjourn the meeting at  8:38 PM.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
