Exhibit A-6 was pictures of his house and he was worried about the devaluing of his property because of the cell tower location.  Mr. Deo stated he received a letter stating the cell tower would be 130 feet high and now with the lightning pole on top it will reach 138 feet.  Mr. Deo made reference to the 1893 people who will be served by the tower and stated that he does not use Verizon.   Mr. Deo was concerned about the noise level coming from the equipment platform and was worried that would increase once there were co-locators on the tower.

Herbert Neal, 90 Lincoln Park Road, sworn.

Mr. Neal stated that he planted trees in his back yard to suck up the water from flooding on his rear property.  Mr. Neal stated that the back of his property slopes off and during heavy rainfall the water comes off the lake on to his property.  Mr. Neal was concerned about the emissions coming off the tower and wanted to know how far megahertz move and what the range of emissions was.  Mr. Neal wanted clarification as to drainage from the site of the cell tower on to his property and any drainage calculations for flooding.
