PUBLIC HEARING:

Koschal, 331 Boulevard, Block 1202, Lot 65
Secondary Front Yard Setback

The applicant requested a variance for a front yard setback of 38.8 feet in order to construct a porch.  The dwelling is located on a corner property.  

Michele Koschal and Kristian Koschal applicants, sworn.

Mr. Koschal stated that they live on the corner of the Boulevard and Francisco and that their dwelling has an existing porch on the Boulevard side and they are looking to wrap the porch around to the Francisco side of the dwelling.  Mr. Koschal stated that aesthetically the home will look better because of the porch addition.    Mr. Koschal stated that most people who visit him come off of Francisco so they could have a walkway to the porch which will protect his visitors from the elements.  

Mr. Koschal stated that because of the age of the home they intend to knock down the front porch when they add the proposed porch.  Mr. Dolengo asked the applicant if they spoke to any of their neighbors.  Mr. Koschal stated that the neighbors he talked to all were positive about the renovation to the home.  Mr. Hebert wanted to know why there was a discrepancy between the windows that will be on the porch.  Mr. Koschal stated that because of the stairs going to the second floor the windows will now be oddly shaped, one being larger than the other.  Mr. Vitcavich wanted to know if there would be any storage under the porch.  Mr. Koschal stated there would be no storage under the porch.  There will also be landscaping around the bottom of the porch.  

There was discussion regarding windows under the porch on the Francisco side.  The applicant stated the windows are already part of the house and that the windows will remain with the porch on top.  The window where the new stairs are will be removed. 

Motion to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

No one came forward from the public.

Motion to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

The Board deliberated.

MOTION by Melleno, second by Wintemberg to approve the application with the following variances:  secondary front yard setback of 38.8 feet.  Yes votes from Hebert, Melleno, Skvarca, Vitcavich, Way, Driesse and Dolengo.  Motion Carried.

There being no further business motion by Driesse, second by Hebert to adjourn the meeting and go into Executive Session.  Hearing adjourned at 8:55.   All in favor.  Motion Carried.
