DISCUSSION:

Morris Industries, 777 Route 23 South, Block 802, Lot 1
Minor Site Plan

Joseph Rasa, Esquire, represented the applicant.

Michael Stern, Manager of Morris Industries, sworn.

Paul Darmofalski, Engineer for the applicant, sworn.

Mr. Darmofalski stated the applicant is asking for three unheated pole barn buildings, of which two are already constructed and one to be constructed.  The buildings in question are on the northeast corner of the property. Mr. Darmofalski stated the buildings are not visible from the highway.  Building coverage will increase from 8.7% to 9.2%, impervious coverage will increase from 54% to 54.7%.  The location of the pole barns are not in the flood plain.  The proposed pole barn will be 30 feet by 150 feet, which will replace a lean to and storage container.  Roof water will go into seepage pits from the three pole bars, Building A will have five seepage pits, Building B will have three seepage pits and Building C will have two seepage pits.  

Mr. Imfeld asked the applicant to explain how the two pole barns were constructed without approval.  Mr. Stern stated that two of the pole barns were existing made out of steel pipes with fiberglass sheeting for the roof and steel sea land containers for the sides.  Mr. Stern stated that two years ago during a storm the roofs on the barns collapsed, because he had to protect the product from the elements they constructed two pole barns.  Mr. Stern said that his product is made overseas so now he is forced to purchase a lot more product at one time causing him to store a lot more on site. 

Mr. Darmofalski said the applicant got construction permits for the pole barns and everything was built to code.  

There was discussion regarding a date for the public hearing.  It was decided that the applicant will come back to the Board on December 7th, 2015.  

There being no further business motion by Cascone second by Troast to adjourn the meeting at 7:28 PM.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
