NOTICE:
Chairman Altis stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Suburban Trends and Daily Record on October 16, 2014.

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Chairman Altis asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

Ryan Herd took the Oath of Office as a Class 4 member, replacing Mr. Kapotes.

Kew Garden Realty asked to be carried to the November 17th meeting via a letter from their attorney.  No re-notice required.  

Any Garment Cleaning requested to be carried by the applicant and must notice for the next meeting.

Anthony Cangialosi, applicant, 2 Sherry Court, Wayne, sworn.

Mr. Altis stated that currently there is one existing freestanding sign at the site, which includes a three product message board.  Mr. Cangialosi stated that the current freestanding sign is florescent and he is proposing to replace that with a digital three product price sign.  Currently the digits on the sign are 15 inches high and will be replaced with 8 inch high digits, which conform to the Township’s new sign ordinance.  Mr. Brigliadoro stated that the applicant is requesting a variance for ground clearance of 8 feet 6 inches where 10 feet is required.  Mr. Cangialosi stated the sign digits will be red for gasoline and green for diesel.

Motion by Vanderhoff, second by Troast to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

No one came forward from the public.  

Motion by Krause, second by Vanderhoff to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Troast to approve the application granting the height of the freestanding sign at 8 feet 6 inches and the digits to be 8 inches high.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Fitamant, Imfeld, Herd, Troast, Vanderhoff and Altis.  Motion Carried.

Coverage Specialists, 580 Route 23 North.  Pompton Plains, Block 902, Lot 15

Mr. Robert Masessa, Esquire represented the applicant.

Mr. John Janis, Butler Sign Company, represented the applicant, sworn.

Mr. Janis explained to the Board that the application before them will replace an existing freestanding sign that was damaged by an automobile accident.  The new sign will be larger than the existing sign and will be set back further than the previous sign.   Mr. Janis stated that the applicant is asking for a sign that is 8 feet by 8 feet with a sign attached underneath that is 2 feet by 3.6 feet wide, combined the signs will equal 88 square feet.  Mr. Janis stated the original sign was 6 feet by 7 feet and the applicant is asking to increase that to an 8 foot by 8 foot sign for safety and readability reasons for people approaching the property.  Mr. Janis stated the original sign was knocked down as a result of an accident because the person who damaged it could not see the sign from a 
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distance.  Mr. Janis stated the original sign was situated behind a pole, which always made the sign difficult to read.  Mr. Janis stated they are moving the sign to the south about 50 feet adjacent to the pole.  Mr. Janis stated the 64 square foot sign will be internally illuminated.  Mr. Janis stated the small sign under the Coverage Specialist sign was always there.  Mr. Janis stated the entrance to the site is difficult to find and the applicant is requesting a directional sign right at the entrance to the site.  
Mr. Imfeld inquired as to whether the location of the temporary sign is now going to be the location of the permanent sign.  Mr. Janis stated that the permanent sign will be located where the temporary sign is currently located which is 40 feet to the north on the far side of the entrance directly behind the telephone pole.  Mr. Janis stated they are putting the sign adjacent to the telephone pole five feet back from the property line.  The Township’s ordinance states the sign must be 10 feet from the property line.  Mr. Imfeld asked how far the sign would be from the curb line and Mr. Janis estimated that it would be approximately 12 feet.  Mr. Masessa asked how far the original sign was from the highway.  Mr. Janis stated the old sign was on the right-of-way.  Mr. Janis stated the sign has a ground clearance of 4 feet 6 inches.  Mr. Altis stated that the entrance sign should just say enter otherwise that would be considered an additional freestanding sign.  By eliminating the directional sign the total square footage of the signs will be reduced.  Mr. Dickinson brought to the Board’s attention that a directional sign is only permitted to be 3 square feet.  Mr. Janis asked if the Board would permit the sign to be 1 foot by 4 foot.  The directional sign will have a white background with red copy and will be lit internally.
Motion by Krause, second by Dickinson to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward from the public.

Motion by Dickinson, second by Vanderhoff to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Krause to approve the application granting the variance for sign area for the freestanding sign at 71 square feet; directional sign will be 1 foot by 4 feet and will say the word entrance; minimum distance separation from the ground to the bottom of the sign 7 feet is required and 5 feet is proposed; minimum distance from the right-of-way 10 feet is required and 5 feet is proposed; low level landscaping to be planted.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Fitamant, Imfeld, Herd, Troast, Vanderhoff and Altis.  Motion Carried.
