NOTICE:
Chairman Altis stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Suburban Trends and Daily Record on October 2, 2014.

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Chairman Altis asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

DISCUSSION:

KEW Garden Realty, Delta Gas Station, 341 Route 23, Block 2701, Lot1
Minor Site, Flood Development, Front Yard, Sign

Paul Buono, Esquire represented the applicant.  The applicant is installing two new pumps and extending their canopy.  The applicant is also proposing digital pricing on their freestanding sign.  Ms. Hartmann stated that she needs to get the exact measurement with regard to the digital pricing on the sign.  Ms. Hartmann suggested that the blue lights along the sign be removed, which she stated was not permitted with the original sign.  

Ms. Hartmann stated the applicant is proposing a waiver from submitting the Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Plan and she stated that the Morris County Soil Conservation District does not require a permit if there is less than 5,000 square feet of disturbance.  Ms. Hartmann wants to see from the applicant how they are proposing to stabilize the soil that will be dug up once the 10,000 square foot tank is installed.  There will be no new landscaping plan given the fact the applicant has recently landscaped the property.  Ms. Hartmann stated the Board needs details of the lighting on the site plan and that the lighting should be shielded downward.  Ms. Hartmann stated the applicant has a letter from the DOT approving installation of the canopy in their right of way.  Ms. Hartmann stated that the Township Engineer wanted to see an easement and/or approval from the DOT.  

Mr. Altis was curious as to how a fuel delivery truck would maneuver into the site because of the location of the new fuel tanks. Mr. Buono stated that the truck would have to pull into the entrance and then back up.  The applicant stated the new pumps will supply diesel fuel only.  
The applicant will appear before the Board for public hearing on October 20th.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 7:23 PM. Motion by Phelan, second by Troast to close the meeting.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
