DISCUSSION:

Pequannock Township Board of Education
Pequannock High School, 85 Sunset Road, Block 2501, Lot  12

Mr. Brigliadoro explained to the Board that before the Board of Education can expend public funds for something land use related they are required by law to come to the Planning Board not for approval but for their review and recommendations if recommendations are appropriate.  

Peter Riffel, Director of Facilities for the Board of Education appeared before the Board, sworn.

John Janis, Butler Sign Company, appeared before the Board on behalf of the Board of Education, sworn.

The Board of Education proposes to replace an existing sign at the high school with a new LED ground sign.  Mr. Riffel stated the proposed sign will be kept in the same footprint as the original.  The purpose of the sign is to update the school by making the sign easier to read as people go past it.  Mr. Imfeld wanted to know the dimensions of the sign as it exists and as it is proposed.  Mr. Janis stated that the old sign is 6’6” tall and 8 feet wide.  Mr. Riffel stated the sign is only going to be a foot taller than the original because of the header.  The sign will be three feet wider than the original.  Mr. Janis stated the sign is wider because of the brickwork but the message portion will remain the same.  There will be no lights illuminating the sign from the outside.    Mr. Riffel stated that the setback between the new sign and old sign are exactly the same.  Mr. Fitamant inquired as to the depth of the new sign.  The depth currently is 10 inches and will be enlarged to 16 inches.  Mr. Janis stated that the color of the lettering will be amber only.  Mr. Jorgensen inquired as to the frequency of the change of the message.  Mr. Janis stated they are proposing to have the message change every two to three minutes.  Mr. Janis stated there will be no animation or graphics on the sign.  

Mr. Jorgensen wanted to know how you measure intensity of LED.  Mr. Janis stated you measure by candelas, the sign will be 500 candelas per square meter.  Mr. Riffel stated that you can adjust the intensity of the light by computer and that if the sign is too bright they will be able to adjust it up or down by themselves.  Mr. Janis stated the existing sign is 350 candelas per square meter.  Mr. Jorgensen wanted to know if the current sign is on all night.  Mr. Riffel stated the current sign is on a timer and goes off around 11 at night.  Mr. Riffel stated the current sign goes on one hour before school starts and goes off around 11 PM.  Mr. Riffel said that if the school has something 
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going on during the weekend the sign will be illuminated.  The sign will be illuminated seven days a week if anything is going on at the school.  The message board will have a black background and will not roll.  When the message changes it will go off completely and then will appear as a whole message.  

Mr. Riffel stated that given the fact that the high school is a shelter the town will have access to use the sign for emergency purposes.   Mr. Vanderhoff wanted to make it clear that the sign before them will be the only LED sign for the Board of Education.  Mr. Vanderhoff stated the only places that the LED sign should be allowed is the two fire companies, town hall and the DPW building, which the sign will be used for emergency messages.  Mr. Riffel stated the message board will replace the newsletters that would go home with the students.  Mr. Riffel stated they are planning on putting up one message for a week.  

MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Phelan to recommend the message board for the Board of Education as follows:  sign to comply with the Township Sign Regulation 189.13.070; turn off at 11 PM; amber color; no rolling text; 2 minute static message and no graphics.  Yes votes from Fitamant, Herd, Phelan, Troast, Vanderhoff, Jorgensen, Cascone, Imfeld and Driesse.  Motion Carried.

Mr. Vanderhoff asked Mr. Brigliadoro if they could amend the sign ordinance to include only LED message signs at the two fire houses, town hall and the DPW building.  Mr. Vanderhoff stated that those buildings all have generators which are used during emergency events.  Ms. Hartmann stated she can add a section to the ordinance that prohibits LED messages centers to exclude those areas the Board may want included. Ms. Hartmann will now be drafting an amendment to the sign ordinance allowing signs to be placed on township property only.  

The Board went into Executive Session.

There being no further business motion by Phelan, second by Cascone to adjourn the meeting at 7:57 PM. All in favor.  Motion Carried.
