PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Vice Chairman Imfeld asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

ADMINISTRATIVE:
There was discussion regarding replacement of the Board Chairman.  Mr. Brigliadoro explained that the Planning Board bylaws specifically state that the Board annually elects a Chairperson from the Class IV membership at the Reorganization Meeting.  It was decided that given the fact that we are now without a Chairperson the Vice Chairman, Roger Imfeld, will step up and take over the role of the Chairman for the calendar year 2015.

At the present time Township Ordinance Subsection 16.02.020 requires the Board to have a member of the Board of Education attend their meetings.  In the past the Board of Education member has never attended any Planning Board meetings due to the fact that the Board of Education meetings are on the same night as the Planning Board meetings.  
There was discussion regarding a revision to the Ordinance Change clarifying cantilevering of residential buildings.  Mr. Phelan stated that there was discussion at the Council level that they would like to allow cantilevering of 3 feet on four sides instead of the suggested two feet on two sides.  Mr. Driesse brought up the fact that there would be some structural issues to consider when you allow more than a two foot cantilever.   It was suggested by the Board that Mr. Grant, the Construction Official, give us his comments regarding the suggested additional cantilevering.  

There was discussion regarding the change to the Industrial 1A zone.  The Board thought it would be appropriate to permit those recreational uses in all the Industrial Zones.  

There will be further discussion of the zone changes at the next meeting of the Board.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 7:30 PM.  Motion by Phelan, second by Driesse to close the meeting.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
