Richard Gabriel, applicant, sworn.

Mr. Altis noted that there was a Notice of Violation regarding the proposed signage.  Ms. Hartmann explained to the Board that the Construction Official went to the property to do an inspection and informed her that there was an illegal sign on the site.  

Ms. Hartmann stated that the sign is along an entranceway to the west side of the building and is not visible from the roadway.  The sign is 15 square feet, 3 feet off the ground, 10 feet from the property line.  The applicant is requesting a waiver from township regulation of only one freestanding sign on a commercial property.  Ms. Hartmann noted that the sign is larger than a permitted directional sign. 

Mr. Gabriel explained to the Board that the reason he put the sign up is that his business is located  three quarters of the way around the left side of the building and that the public and anyone making deliveries would not know where the entrance was to his establishment.  Mr. Gabriel stated he shares the building with Analytical Sales and their door is in the front of the building.  Mr. Gabriel stated his business is open Monday through Friday from 8:30 am until 4:30 pm.  The sign will not be lit.  
Motion by Phelan, second by Vanderhoff to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward from the public.
Motion by Troast, second by Vanderhoff to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
MOTION by Vanderhoff, second by Phelan to approve the application with the following condition:  the sign will not be lit and sign to remain hidden from the main street.    Yes votes from Imfeld, Phelan, Troast, Vanderhoff, Driesse and Altis.  Motion Carried.
