NOTICE:
Vice Chairman Dickinson stated that the requirements of the Sunshine Law had been complied with by posting the required notice on the Bulletin Board, posting same with the Township Clerk and sending it to the Suburban Trends and Daily Record on June 12, 2014.

PERSONAL REPRESENTATION:
Vice Chairman Dickinson asked if there was anyone present not listed on the agenda for this meeting who wished to be heard.  No one came forward.

Robert Krause will be a voting member for this meeting.
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SIGNS:
Spa 23 Health and Racquetball, Inc. 381 Route 23 South, Block 2306, Lot 27

Wolfgang Robinson, Esquire of Azrak Associates represented the applicant.  The existing sign is 231.27 square feet and the applicant is proposing additional signage of 22.67 square feet with a total of 253.94 square feet.  The additional signage will be installed at the bottom of the freestanding message board.  The existing sign is 9 feet above the ground and the proposed sign will be 7 feet above the ground.  There is no attached signage on the building.
Mr. Robinson stated the applicant is not proposing an attached sign or an additional freestanding sign.  Mr. Robinson stated that a freestanding sign in the Commercial Zone is permitted to be 50 square feet and that the existing sign is much larger at 231 square feet, which was granted approval by the Planning Board in the past.   Mr. Robinson stated that the height of the sign is 23 feet where 24 feet is permitted.   
Joseph Pedatella, Executive Director, Spa 23, sworn.  

Mr. Pedatella stated that he has been employed by Spa 23 since 1998.  Mr. Pedatella stated that CrossFit is a new program being offered at Spa 23 and because of that new offering they needed to advertise.  Mr. Pedatella stated that CrossFit is comprised of cardio, strength and gymnastic.  Mr. Pedatella stated the existing sign is internally illuminated.  Mr. Pedatella stated the existing lettering on the freestanding sign will not be changed and that the sign will not be relocated.  Mr. Pedatella stated there is landscaping under the freestanding sign and that will remain as it is.  CrossFit lettering will be lit up in white.  Mr. Dickinson noted that the applicant cannot go any lower than 7 feet above the ground for the sign now and in the future.
Motion by Vanderhoff, second by Troast to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward from the public.

Route 23 Honda, 700 Route 23 North, Block 902, Lot 34

Calvin Trevenen, Esquire, represented the applicant.  Mr. Trevenen stated he represented Honda 23 ten years ago when the existing sign went before the Board.  Mr. Trevenen stated the existing sign is 64 feet sitting on a 20 foot high pylon.

Mr. Trevenen stated that the Honda Company requires certain signage.  Mr. Trevenen stated that Ms. Hartmann’s report particularly number 3 stated the sign area proposed is 64 square feet and that 50 feet is what is permitted but it was noted that the sign being proposed is slightly smaller than what is presently on the site.  Mr. Trevenen stated that Ms. Hartmann’s report number 5 addresses the setback of the sign and that ten years ago the setback was determined to be 10 feet off the right of way and will not be relocated from that location.  

Mylan Architect Group Sheet A-1A dated 9/23/02 showing the pylon location at a ten foot right of way setback was inspected by the Board members and agreed that the pylon sign was previously erected in the correct location.  

Adam Barish, President of Honda 23, sworn.  

Mr. Barish stated that the new sign will eliminate the bump on the top of the sign and the blue and white colors will be much brighter.  Mr. Barish also stated that they lease the sign from the Honda Corporation because it is their trademark.  Mr. Barish stated the light will be lit with LED’s instead of the florescent lighting it uses presently.  Mr. Barish stated that there will be no writing on the sign except for the word Honda and maybe the street number if the fire official insists on it.  

Motion by Kapotes, second by Phelan to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward from the public.

Motion by Kapotes, second by Phelan to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
MOTION by Phelan, second by Troast to approve the application as submitted.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Fitamant, Imfeld, Kapotes, Phelan, Troast, Vanderhoff and Krause.  Motion Carried.
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Patrick’s Limousine, 631 Route 23 South, Block 1401, Lot 9

Michael Kelly, US Sign and Lighting Service, represented the applicant.

Mr. Kelly stated that Patrick’s Limousine is requesting permission to replace a roof sign that is 30 inches by 14 feet, and add a 24 square foot attached sign.  Mr. Kelly stated the roof sign needed to be replaced because it was rotted and falling apart.  The applicant is requesting replacing the sign to be consistent with all the other signs in the mall.  The attached building sign will not be illuminated but the roof sign will be illuminated.  Mr. Kelly stated that Patrick’s Limousine is requesting a waiver for replacement of the roof sign and the building sign which will exceed by 19 square feet the ordinance limits but will be identical to all the other signs in the mall.  Mr. Kelly stated that all the businesses have a roof sign and a 2 foot by 12 foot commercial panel mounted on the doors.

Mr. Imfeld asked when the signs were installed.   Mr. Kelly stated that the owner of Arch Plaza stated he would take care of the permits to allow the signs to be installed but obviously he did not and they received a stop work order, which prevented them from completing the installation of the signs.  Mr. Kelly stated that the roof sign was up at this time.  Mr. Kelly said the sign was allowed to be installed on the freestanding sign because they only replaced the façade.  Mr. Dickinson wanted clarification of the amount of signs on the site dedicated to Patrick’s Limousine.  Mr. Kelly stated there are two freestanding signs on the property and one of those is utilized by the limousine company.  The other freestanding sign advertises the other six stores in the mall.
Motion by Phelan, second by Troast to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
No one came forward from the public.

ADMINISTRATIVE:
Mr. Phelan stated that the only thing changed by the Council regarding the Sign Ordinance 2014-14 is the digital signs.  Ms. Hartmann stated that the change to the sign ordinance was under the Prohibited section which will include prohibition of the use of neon or LED outlining all signs in all districts in the township.  The other correction was under the fuel pricing which will read that fuel prices shall not exceed 12 inches in height in the C-2, C-3 and C-4 districts and not to exceed 8 inches in the C-1 district.  All fuel prices shall be either red or green in color.  Fuel pricing is the only section of the gasoline signs to be digital.

There was discussion as to whether Newark Pompton Turnpike should be allowed to have digital signage.  Ms. Hartmann was in favor of allowing digital signs on Newark Pompton Turnpike.
There were some typos that needed to be corrected.

The Deck Ordinance was corrected to state setback of 5 feet from the property line.

MOTION by Kapotes, second by Imfeld to recommend to the Council that the ordinances presented be adopted with the revisions proposed.  Yes votes from Dickinson, Fitamant, Imfeld, Kapotes, Troast, Vanderhoff and Krause.  No vote from Phelan.  Motion Carried.
There being no further business motion by Phelan, second by Troast to adjourn the meeting at 8:11 PM.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
