Mr. Janis stated that the applicant is remodeling the existing sign to include all of the Plaza 23 tenants.  The sign will be the same height, same square footage and will be turned off at midnight.  

The applicant is seeking waivers from the sign ordinance for the following: 344.8 foot sign where 144 is permitted; height of 35.8 feet where 24 feet is permitted; 4 foot ground clearance where 7 feet is required and distance from property line of 6.6 feet where 10 feet is required.

Robert Garofalo, Esquire of Garofalo and O’Neil, represented the applicant Chilton Hospital.

ADMINISTRATIVE:
There was a discussion regarding the Commercial 1A Zone.  After much discussion it was determined that the Planner, Jill Hartmann, would revise the proposed ordinance and present it to the Board at the July 1st meeting.  

Motion by Dickinson, second by Vanderhoff to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

Jay Wanczyk, 26 Poplar Avenue, sworn.  
Mr. Wanczyk was opposed to the new C1A Zone Ordinance.  Mr. Wanczyk felt that the ordinance change seemed to be driven by administrative convenience eliminating three non conforming uses and encompassing them in the new C1A district.  Mr. Wanczyk felt the zoning change was in odds with the Master Plan, which protects the residential area 
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of Newark Pompton Turnpike.  Mr. Wanczyk felt that the rezone process should be looked at through a Master Plan reexamination and public input.
Motion by Kapotes, second by Dickinson to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
Mr. Kapotes wanted to know if they would be damaging anyone else’s property by allowing the new ordinance.  Ms. Hartmann stated that the Council has the right to change an ordinance regardless of the Master Plan.  
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:16 PM.  Motion by Kapotes, second by Fitamant to close the meeting.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
