ADMINISTRATIVE:
Mr. Bruno stated he attended a meeting with the Township Attorney, Robert Oostdyk, Township Manager, David Hollberg and the Board Attorney Clifford Gibbons in anticipating of a settlement meeting to settle the dispute on the Handel Construction Company decision, 441 Newark Pompton Turnpike.  Mr. Bruno stated that his role in the meeting was to explain to those present historically and from a legal prospective why the Board took the stand that they took.  Mr. Bruno stated that the Township officials understood why the Board needed to stand their ground but that the town would like to move forward in finding some sort of common ground settlement.  Mr. Bruno stated that the town officials told him that until this was settled there was no ability on the part of the township to enforce any regulations and issue summonses and citations because of the pending lawsuit.  
After the initial meeting, Mr. Gibbons stated he was present at a meeting with the Township Manager, Mr. Oostdyk and Mr. Schepis where there was discussion regarding the previous plan and changes or revisions that might be made.  Mr. Gibbons stated there was a case management telephone conference with Judge Weisenback and that the Judge considered the case and stated that via a pending case management order the pending case will be stayed until December 1st and that the plaintiff will make application to the zoning board for site plan and variance approval relative to an alternate proposed use and site layout for the premises at 441 Newark Pompton Turnpike. There shall be no application fee imposed on the applicant with respect to the amended application, however, the applicant shall pay additional escrow fee not to exceed $5,000.  All pending or threatened zoning enforcement action against the plaintiff relative to the subject property shall be stayed until December 31, 2014 and a case management conference will be held in December of 2014.  Mr. Melleno asked if the application will substantially be the same as presented to the Board previously.  Mr. Gibbons stated that the application cannot be the same because the board already denied the previous application.  
There being no further business motion by Bruno, second by Hebert to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 PM.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
