Extension of Variance Approval

Thomas Gitin, applicant, sworn.

Mr. Wahl explained to the Board that Mr. Gitin’s variance was approved in 2004 but the applicant failed to begin construction within two years of granting the variance therefore the variance expired.  Mr. Wahl asked the applicant if there were any changes in his neighborhood since 2004.    Mr. Gitin stated that since 2004 no remodeling has occurred in his neighborhood.  Mr. Wahl asked the applicant if the footprint of the house will remain the same as was approved in 2004.  Mr. Gitin stated the front yard setback variance received in 2004 will remain as requested at that time.

Mr. Dolengo inquired of the applicant as to why the construction project was delayed for so long.  Mr. Gitin stated after they had their fourth son they decided to sell but in this economy they were not successful and then decided to go forward with their addition.

Front Yard Setback

Joseph and Joanne Moloughney, applicants, sworn.
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Joseph Moloughney explained to the Board that they intend to construct a front porch and in doing so the front yard setback is out of conformance because of how oddly the house 
is situated on the property.  Mr. Moloughney stated that he estimated around 30 percent of the front porch will need a variance.  

Mr. Imfeld asked the applicant if the dwelling is currently in compliance. Mr. Moloughney stated the house is in compliance.  Mr. Wahl stated the applicant is also requesting a variance for an existing shed that is three feet off the property line.  Mr. Wahl asked the applicant if it was possible to move the shed to make it in compliance with the five foot setback requirement.  Mr. Moloughney stated he would be willing to move the shed.  Mr. Aikey asked if the survey was original and if anything has been added to the property since purchase of the property.  Mr. Moloughney stated there has been nothing added to the property except for a fence along the left-hand side of the property.
