Tanis, 10 Evelyn Place, Block 1806, Lot 15
Combined Side Yards

Sharon and Craig Tanis, applicants, sworn.

Mrs. Tanis stated that they would like to add an addition on the side of their home to be used as a study for their children.  Mrs. Tanis stated the bedrooms in the home are small and cannot accommodate a desk for homework.  

Mr. Bruno stated that the applicant meets the side yard setback but not the combined side yard setback.  Mr. Bruno asked the applicant what side of the house the addition would infringe on with regard to their neighbor.  Mr. Tanis stated the addition would be on the left side of the house adjacent to the neighbor’s garage.  Mr. Dolengo asked the applicant how far the neighbor’s garage was from the applicant’s property line.  Mrs. Tanis approximated the neighbor’s side yard setback to be 13 feet.  Mr. Tanis stated they would have 16 feet left on the side yard after the addition was constructed, so there would be approximately 30 feet between the addition and the neighbor’s dwelling.  
There was discussion regarding a large tree on the site and Mr. Dolengo noted that the tree had some issues and would probably need to be removed.  The Tanis’ agreed to replace the tree on the site.  

Mr. Bruno asked the applicant if they explored other options for construction such as going up instead of out to the side.  Mr. Tanis stated they decided not to go up because the appearance of the home from the street would be more appealing if the addition was also one story.
Mr. Imfeld noted that the plan needed to be revised to correct maximum building height and front yard setback.  Ms. Banyra noted that the applicant will be moving their air conditioning unit to the back yard.  

Motion to open the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.

No one came forward from the public.
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Motion to close the meeting to the public.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
The Board deliberated.
MOTION by Imfeld, second by Dolengo to approve the application with the following conditions:  signature block must be moved to the first page of the plan; proposed building height, proposed front yard setback and proposed building coverage to be corrected on the plan.  Yes votes from Ceilusniak, Dolengo, Imfeld, Melleno, Skvarca, Vitcavitch and Bruno.   Motion Carried.
Motion by Bruno, second by Dolengo to go into Executive Session.  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
There being no further business motion by Imfeld, second by Dolengo to adjourn the meeting at 8:47 PM.
