Introduction of Ordinance 2021-06 Supplement Regulations Pertaining to All Districts

The Council will be introducing Section 7 to the Supplemental Regulation Ordinance “M” to prohibit cannabis establishments and businesses within the Township of Pequannock.  Mr. Brigliadoro explained to the Board that the State of New Jersey will be passing a new Statute permitting the sale of cannabis and that municipalities within the State have the right to opt out within 180 days of that Statute, which date is August 21, 2021.  

Thomas Molica, Esquire who represents Hillview Med, Inc. sent a letter to the Planning Board and the Council objecting to the form of the ordinance and requested having the dialogue tabled for further discussion between his client and the Council.
